Softball Finishes 13-11; 5-3 in TCC (4th Place)
The Tiger softball team used their experience to keep their overall record above .500, finishing with a 13-
11 record. In the conference standings, the Tigers finished 5-3, which was good enough for 4th place. With
the timely hitting (.283 overall batting average) and a tough defense (.950 fielding %), the Tiger softball
team advanced to the second round of the district tournament before being eliminated by LaPlata 10-0.
Team MVP, 1st Team TCC, and All-District selection Christina Scudder led the team by hitting .459 with
18 RBIs in addition to pitching the majority of innings for the Tigers striking out over 150 batters. Hailee
Kelsey had a successful year in the infield by earning 2nd Team TCC as well as making the All-District 1st
team.
